FULL CLOSURE OF WESTBOUND SH 121/183 AT BEDFORD EULESS ROAD ON SATURDAY 
 

FORT WORTH, Texas – On Saturday, November 16 from 8 p.m. to 10 a.m. Sunday, November 
17 the following closures will be in place: 
 

• All lanes of westbound SH 121/183 at Bedford Euless Road will be closed.  
o Traffic will be redirected along the frontage road.  
o This includes both the general purpose lanes and TEXpress lanes. 

 
• The entrance ramp to westbound SH 121/183 from Precinct Line Road will be closed. 

o Traffic will be redirected to the next entrance. 
 

• The exit from westbound SH 121/183 to Texas Boulevard 26/Davis Boulevard will be 
closed.  
o Traffic will be redirected to the exit at Precinct Line Road.  

 
• All lanes of northbound and southbound Bedford-Euless Road at SH 121/183 will be 

closed. 
o Northbound traffic will be redirected to Precinct Line Road.   
o Southbound traffic will be redirected to Texas Boulevard 26. 

 
• All lanes of eastbound Bedford Euless Road at the ramp to southbound & 

westbound I-820 will be closed.  
o Traffic will be redirected to Texas Boulevard 26.  

 
Please note that local access to area businesses will be maintained from Bedford Euless Road 
during this time. Strummer Drive will also remain open during this time.  
 
Closures are subject to weather conditions and may be postponed as necessary
